Inc., today took the firs
step to prevent creditors bringing
legal action to recover stock which
they allege they paid for but did no
receive.

At Mr. Stone's request, Supreme
Court Justice Cheney granted
temporary Injunction restraining
Mrs. Jeanette B. Sherwood of Cort-
rand from continuing her Munlcipa
Court suit to recover $1,560 worth of
Block or cash.

Pending settlement of the affairs
of the brokers, who arc alleged to
have appropriated 5300,000 of their
clients' money and securities to their
own uses, court actions are out of
place, Mr. Stone.

Notice of the Injunction was
served on Waters & Hodges, attor-
neys for the Cortland woman. The
order Is returnable this afternoon.

Identification of some of the stock
held In the safe deposit box rented
by Howell, Usher & Mitchell, has
been made. Alexander L. Saul of the
State Attorney General's office, an-
nounced today after conferring with
John A. Fowelson, certified public ac-
countant, who Is auditing the firm's
books.

Stock that has been identified Is
the property of persons whose names
arc not on the list of 120 who are
said to have been defrauded, accord-
ing to Mr. Saul. After the audit Is
completed and proper application Is
made tc the court, the Identified
stock sill be returned to Its owners.

Tweaty-fhe shares of It are In the
UPme of an Ithaca woman. That
constitutes Foreign Power Securities
Corporation of Canada stock, and flve
other shares are In the Power Cor-
poration of Canadn. The stock was
purchased for the Ithaca woman some
time ago Mr. Saul said.

Other Instances In which stock was
actually purchased for clients and
came to the brokers In the clients
names, .vere cited by Mr. Saul. Ap-
propriation or this, without the con-
cent of the owners, is Impossible.

Saul today resumed questioning of
employes and clients.

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Former German Soldier,
80, Still Hopes to Find Job

Charles Lorenz Served
Under Regime of

Von Hindenberg
A little old man with silver-gray

hair who lived through the glorious
military days ol the old German
Empire celebrates his 80th 'birthday
today silently In his reclusive quar-
ters at 846 North State Street.
Charles Lorenz, the old soldier and
citizen, said on the morning of bis
birthday. -'I wish I had a. Job."

That expresses the vitality of thla
man' who watches with sod eyes the
old and young passing by In search
of employment. The same vigor that
breathed through his erect little
frame In those stern, gay days along
the Rhine under the commandership
ol Von Hindenberg, Inspires Charlie
Lorenz upon the'first of his octogen-
arian days of life.

Born on Dec. 15, 1850 In the tiny
hamlet of Vlttletz 14 miles from
coblenz on the Rhine, Lorenz lived
in one of the most romantic parts
of Germany. He saw the soldiers
wander by and his eyes glittered. And
at the age of 23 he was in the army
under the military law of the em-
pire, and he saw the great Von
Hlndenburg In numberless pic-
turesque attitudes.

The old commander was a careful
man with a keen sense of efficiency.
He would stride through the. ranks
looking side-eyed a.t his men, ex-
amining In a glance their appearance.
He would hastily walk through the
steaming mess-halls tasting foods, In-
specting utensils. This was the man
Lorenz watched In his youth.

The windy days along the Bhlne
banks are memories. The young
soldier with great coat flapping in
the breezes, watching the sun set
over the majestic river, lived like a
gothlc knight.

"They were days," says Charlie
Lorenz, "when you lifted a stein of
beer with two hands!1'

Those are the words of the man
who in his 80th year Is still fighting.
His ambition Is to own a shop In
which he can be of service to men.
Today he shakes his head and thinks
of more glorious times and he mur-
murs, "you couldn't have prohibition
down there."

Lorenz has lived In America, since
1891. and lor more than nine years
he was a constable in the Municipal
Court of Syracuse. He worked for
the city until three months ago.
Since that time he has been un-
emplojed.

The old man Is speeding his birth-
day peacefully. He has proven him-
self to be as valiant an American
citizen as he was a soldier In the
empire's army. And on his 80th year
he expresses a desire to work.

Change of Venue
Asked in Elmira
Walk Mishap Suits

A petition asking that the trial of
actions brought against the Lowman
Construction Company and the Black-
more Danzig Company be moved to
Onondaga County has been filed by
counsel for the companies, who claim
they are unable to secure a fair trial
In Chemung County.

The actions were brought by per-
sons Injured when a temporary walk
and covering at a construction Job
in EhnJra gave v.ay and dropped the
people Into the cellar of the build-
ing. Two were killed and a score in-
jured In the accident.

The petition filed by Bond, Schoe-
neck & King, counsel for the Low-
man Construction Company, charges
that the people of Elmira and Che-
niung County are prejudiced to such
an extent that they would be un-
able to secure a fair trial there.

The defendants are raising the
same question that was raised dur-
ing the famous Barnes-Roosevelt
slander action which was removed
from Albany to Onondaga County.

Court Orders
New Trial in
Zoning Case

Justice Smith Rules
Planning Board Has

.No Authority

The Planning, Parks and Recreation
Commission has no Jurisdiction in
property line setback matters under
the zoning act, Justice E. N. Smith
of the Supreme Courts holds In a de-
cision handed down in proceedings
Instituted by Henry J. Van Auken
to • force the commission to permit
him to proceed with enlargement
of his garage and automobile service
station at East Fayette and Maple
Streets.

Van Auken obtained a permit to
enlarge his plant and when he
started operations, neighboring prop-
erty owners entered a protest, con-
tending that the development would
result In a depreciation of neighbor-
ing property and would create a traf-
fic hazard by making the Intersection
a. "blind corner."

The Bureau of Building, after an
Investigation, revoked the permit on
the grounds that Van Aukcn was not
building the addition in conformity
with the plans which accompanied
the application lor the permit.

With operations halted. Van Auken
engaged Senator George R. Fearon to
start action In Supreme Court for a
peremptory mandamus requiring the
city to allow him to proceed -a 1th
the construction of the new wing.

The city opposed Van Auken's pe-
tition through Frank p. Malpass. cor-
poration' counsel, the case being ar-
gued before Justice Smith. •

The court had handed down
an alternative mandamus which per-
mits trial of the action in Special
Term, unless the city appeals.

The decision states that a peremp-
tory mandamus would have been is-
sued In the case If more facts on
the question of enlarging the existing
building for prohibited purposes had
been submitted.

Justice Smith holds that the com-
mission has no authority under the
zoning act to make provisions relat-
ing to so-called setback lines which
Is an act "separate and distinct from
the so-called zoning" act.

In the proceeding permitted under
the termt of the order, a definite de-
cision as to how much of the prop-
erty owned by Van Auken can be
used for the plant addition Is ex-
pected.

The decision gives flve neighboring
property owners. Albert Weinsteln.
Frank J. Hill, Lena A. Flattery. Harvej
H. Bebb and Lillian Smith, the right
to Intervene.
